Terry's Recovery from Lung Cancer
This story is about my son, Terrence, who is now 50 years old and has been battling non-small cell adenocarcinoma lung cancer for several years.  In November of 2004, Terry was being treated for bronchial problems.  He went with his wife and daughter to get their fingernails done.  Later when they ate supper at a restaurant, he started coughing up blood.  They rushed him to the hospital where he was diagnosed with lung cancer.  (Terry was never a smoker, but he had worked for 8 years in a plastics factory, and we think his cancer may have been caused by the fumes he inhaled there.)
            The tumor was large – the size of a fist – but at least it was localized at that time.  So the surgeons removed the bottom two lobes of his right lung.  While he was in the hospital, he contracted C-dif which is an intestinal infection.  When he came home from the hospital, he was started on chemotherapy.  He had a bad reaction to it, which made him hallucinate.  After 10 days in the hospital, he was recovered from this problem, but he developed blood clots in his legs.  At this time he was clear of cancer according to scans.
            8 months later they found cancer on his adrenal glands.  It had metastasized from the lung cancer.  The doctors wanted to do more chemotherapy but since he had a bad reaction earlier he went to Cleveland Clinic for a second opinion.  There the doctor studied his records and recommended that he take Tarceva to try to control the cancer on his adrenal glands.  He took it for 1 year and it kept the cancer from growing.  Then it became ineffective.  
            Then Terry had a brain MRI which showed that the cancer had gone to the back of his brain as well.  At that time Terry had whole brain radiation which destroyed the small tumor but left the other one.  Then he had gamma-knife treatment which destroyed the other cancer in his brain.  He still had the cancer on his adrenal glands but it was not growing.  He had an episode of hallucinations again and was in the hospital for 4 days.  At that time he had been having trouble keeping food down.  Every time he ate he would throw up. He had lost 30 pounds.  He told me that he had trouble swallowing.  I told him that I had the same thing which was caused by a hiatial hernia which responds well to Nexium.  He asked his doctor to prescribe this.  As soon as he started to take it he stopped vomiting.
            In February of 2007 a scan showed a new cancer in the center of his brain and another smaller cancer on the left side of his brain.  (More metastasized lung cancer.)  The doctor gave him a prognosis of 2 months to live.  He said that he could not operate or use the gamma-knife on it because of the location of the tumor.  He told Terry there was nothing else that could be done and not to come back to his office.  
            Terry and his family were eating at a restaurant and a friend told him of a doctor in Hamilton who was treating his mother and she was very happy with him.  Terry and his wife got an appointment with him and they liked what they saw and heard.  This doctor was very positive, whereas the doctors that he had seen in Dayton were very negative.  He said that he was using some new cancer chemotherapy which does not cause bad reactions and is effective against the type of cancer that Terry has.  But this was just a once-a-month treatment that the doctor thought might work on the cancer on Terry’s adrenal glands and in his lymph system.  The doctor did not expect it to effectively cross the blood-brain barrier and work on the cancer in Terry’s brain.
            At this time I happened to notice an audio CD that someone had given me when Terry began his experiences in 2004.  I had not until this time listened to the CD.  I decided to listen to it. It was very interesting and I gave it to Terry, explaining the information I had learned from it.  It was the CD called Treating Cancer Through Non-Toxic Methods by Tanya Harter Pierce which tells of several unconventional cancer treatments, including Protocel.  We decided to start Terry on the Protocel and ordered it.  He has had no bad effects from taking it and it is doing its job.
            After 3 weeks of taking Protocel, Terry was scheduled for an MRI of the brain with a new doctor in Cincinnati.  The doctor showed us the MRI and said that the cancer was atypical and had black, dead cells in the center of it.  It looked like an amoeba instead of a round ball.  The doctor said we could be aggressive and treat the cancer but since it looked like it was shrinking, we could wait 6 weeks and look at it again.  Terry decided to do this.  When he was retested, the MRI showed that the cancer was still shrinking.  The doctor said to come back in 3 months.  When Terry went back in July 2007, after being on Protocel just 4 months, the MRI showed that the cancer on the left side of his brain had disappeared completely and the other one in the center of his brain was still getting smaller.  The doctor said for him to come back in 4 months again for another MRI. 
            Terry is still taking chemo for the cancer on his adrenal glands once a month.  The tumors there were getting smaller also.  I asked Terry’s doctor how long he should stay on the chemo and he said that since it is doing so well, he should stay on it.  I said that we felt it was the Protocel that was shrinking the cancer.  The doctor said it was probably both things working together.  I asked him what he would say if all of Terry’s cancer disappeared and he answered, “That would be a miracle!”  From this it is apparent that he doesn’t think the chemo will make it disappear.
            In October of 2007, Terry had a Pet-Scan which showed that the cancer on the left adrenal gland had disappeared completely, the one on the right adrenal gland had shrunk considerably, the ones in his neck and abdomen had gone away and the brain scan showed no apparent activity of cancer.  Terry’s doctor kept saying “It’s amazing!” when he saw Terry’s report.  Terry will have another MRI in November which will give a definitive picture of the cancer in his brain.
            Terry is feeling very well.  He has gained weight and is active.  We are very thankful we found out about Protocel and hope that Protocel can help other people as much as it has Terry.
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
